George Stuckey was one of Essendon’s earliest champions. He played | 17 games for the Bombers between
1892 and 1902, and played in three VFA premierships in 1892, 1893 and 1894. George Stuckey was
appointed captain when Essendon joined the VFL in 1897 and led the club to its first premiership that year.
He also captained the Bombers to a second premiership in 1901. Stuckey twice played football for Victoria
and later served the club as a committeeman for 14 years, including eight years as vice-president.

The emblem used above was used by the club when George Stuckey was captain; 1897-1902. The motto
below the ball is still used by the club today and translates as Gentle in manner, Resolute in deed.
